Advanced Settings Menu

To access the advanced settings menu, press the () button to ensure that

the thermostat is turned off. Then, press and hold both the 8§ and = buttons
simultaneously for five seconds; the advanced settings menu will appear on the
screen to indicate successful entry.

Navigate through the various settings by pressing the B8 button repeatedly, with
each press displaying a different adjustable parameter.

Adjust the value of each parameter using the €= and = pttons.

Finally, once all desired adjustments are made, press the (1) button to exit the
advanced settings menu and save the changes.

Sensor Modes

Your thermostat offers flexible temperature control through the various Sensor
Modes, allowing you to tailor the operation to your specific needs. This mode
selection determines which sensor (s) the thermostat uses to regulate the room
temperature.

IN (Internal Sensor): In this mode, the thermostat exclusively uses the internal
sensor to measure and control the room temperature. This setting is ideal for
general room heating where floor temperature regulation is not required.

AL (All Sensors): This mode utilises both the internal sensor and an external sensor
(if connected). The thermostat will primarily regulate the room temperature based
on the internal sensor readings. However, it will also monitor the floor temperature

via the external sensor, ensuring it remains below the 'OVERHEAT PROTECTION' set
point. This is crucial for protecting delicate floor coverings from excessive heat.

OU (External Sensor Only): This mode relies solely on the external sensor for
temperature control. It's particularly useful in situations where the thermostat

is located outside the area being heated, such as bathrooms, or when floor
temperature is the primary concern. The external sensor can be positioned on the
floor or mounted on a wall in the desired location.
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Wi-Fi Connection

In the power off state, press and hold the plus and minus keys at the same time,
when the screen shows full display and turn on, the screen Wi-Fiicon is flashing,
the thermostat is ready for Wi-Fi connection.

There are two options for adding your device: Add Device or Add Manually.

Add Device (automatic thermostat search):

Turn on Bluetooth on your phone. Log in to the app and either tap “Add Device” on
the homepage or tap the “+” icon in the top right corner and select “Add Device”.
Then, choose “Smart Thermostats” as they appear, enter your Wi-Fi password
(PIN), and tap “Next”. After a short wait, the thermostat should be added
automatically.

Add Manually:

Turn on Bluetooth on your phone. Log in to the app and either tap “Add Device” on
the homepage or tap the “+”icon in the top right corner and select *Add Device”
Then, scroll down the screen and choose “Small Home Appliances’, then select
“Thermostat (Wi-Fi)". Ensure your mobile phone is connected to a 2.4 GHz Wi-Fi
network and that your thermostat is flashing rapidly. Then, tap “Next” and confirm
by tapping “Confirm the indicator is blinking”. After a short wait, the thermostat will
be added successfully. Tap “Done” to control your thermostat via the app.
